Hunting investigations/incidents – any offence involving the illegal activity of coursing, hunting, 
poaching, and lamping 

24/01 – Welney (West Norfolk) – Upto 10 vehicles involved in coursing/damage to fields on the 
Norfolk/Cambs border 
 
28/01 – Stow Bridge (West Norfolk) – 4 or 5 people seen in field with dogs coursing  
 
29/01 – West Winch (West Norfolk) – report of 2 people hare coursing on the common 

Rural investigations/incidents – any offence involving the damage or loss to agriculture, its 
practices and the rural working environment 

22/01 – Suton (South Norfolk) – 2 terrier dogs have got into field causing 1 sheep to be injured 
and abort, further 4 sheep have been chased/pulled 
 
22/01 – Melton Constable (North Norfolk) – Theft of battery and electric energiser 
 
23/01 – Ten Mile Bank (West Norfolk) – Someone has driven over a cropped field causing 
damage 
 
23/01 – Edgefield (North Norfolk) – Theft of battery and electric energiser 
 
24/01 – Norwich – Someone has turned up offered some ‘left over tarmac’ to repair yard for 
cheap, then agree and once done has demanded huge amounts of money.  
 
25/01 – Stanhoe (West Norfolk) – (same as above) 
 
26/01 – Kenninghall (Breckland) – Outside shed broken into and number of tools stolen from 
within 
 
28/01 – Snetterton (Breckland) – Theft of wildlife cameras 
 
28/01 – Brettenham (Breckland) – Theft from a farm of a number of spare parts and a tractor 
which has since been recovered. 
 
30/01 – Wighton (North Norfolk) – Theft of 16 cans of weed killer 
 
31/01 – Worstead (North Norfolk) – Another incident of tarmacking and demands for money 

Wildlife investigations/incidents – any offences which contravenes current legislation governing 
the protection of wild animals and plants 

 

Heritage investigations/incidents – any offences involving damage or loss to the historic 
environment 

24/01 – Norwich – Church broken into 
 
31/01 – Great Yarmouth – Church window broken (1 male arrested)
